17.5 Bus shelter repairs –a cheque of £272.47 had been received from insurance cover 
        so go ahead had been given for the repairs as quoted i.e. the glass replacement 
        and the tiles on the wooden shelter.
17.6 Notification had been received of the Chi Community Transport AGM at Chi 
        Baptist Church, Sherborne Rd at 11 May from 4pm. No cllr. was able to attend
17.7 The last newsletter had been delivered. The clerk raised the issue of the delivery 

         method for later issues and a decision was made to continue free delivery 

         through cllrs. under a new pattern organised by the team under Cllr. Eric 

         Baldwin.
17.8 The requests to use the green on Friday July 15th by Sam Lawrie for hog roast,
         on 30th May 11am -1pm for a children’s party with a bouncy castle from Joanna 
         Powell were accepted with the usual conditions.
17.9 The clerk had received a complaint/enquiry about the tenancy of the new flat (off Northside) given to Polish family rather than a local. The clerk had e-mailed  Karen Harris of Martlet with the issue. Cllr. Slipper believed that Martlet was not involved in the tenancy decision and that that was the responsibility of CDC. The Council was also disturbed at the decision especially as it seemed to fly in the face of a planning requirement. Once Karen Harris had replied there might be a need for further enquiry especially with CDC.  

17.10The clerk gave a brief report on the Luke Maskell case after receiving a letter 

         from Allianz that it was their intention to “settle the case on best  terms”. He had 

         phoned the lawyers to register some objections and hoped that what he said 

         could be influential in reducing the settlement cost given what appeared to be 

         the contributory negligence and behaviour of the family. The Council might well 

         want to write further objections. It was decided that Allianz could be asked to 

         advice on how the Council’s liability on the green could be best expressed to the 

         public.

Hutton then explained the decisions of the advisory committee and referred 

         to the following;- the appointment of Jack Quest to deal with grass cutting etc (a 

         bill of £30 was given to the clerk for payment. There was an issue with regard to 

         the payment of his insurance liability and this latter issue needed to be solved), 

         their policy of seeking grant support for projects and their request to spend on 2 

         items a. the purchase of new litter bins at £564.00 and b. the purchase of some 

         children’s tables at £465 plus VAT. Although there was some concern that the 

         tables could be an incitement to older pupils to visit the area and cause damage 

         and although some cllrs. expressed their concern that they did not know the area, 

         the Council voted to accept the advice on the purchases. The money would 
         be paid from the Recreational Find Account.
         Cllr. Hutton also referred to the Treasure Hunt on July 9th.
