Cllr Peter Lee gave a brief on last meeting of the Management committee referring to “200 Club” which had been launched to raise £70 for the Hall, the success of the Jumble Sale which raised over £600 and the problems with the soakaway.
 There was further comment on flooding- based on the update 6 report from the Chairman of the Committee of the meeting with WSCC on 17th December. The Chairman expressed his concern that WSCC Highways had still not replied to the question asked of the responsibility. Indeed he believed that they would never reply and wondered whether despite this he might go ahead and seek estimates for the work. It was agreed that the Council would now write to the Chief Executive and point out the problem in the hope that he could pressurise for a reply. The clerk would follow this through.
