23.   WELCOME BY THE CHAIRMAN AND APOLOGIES
            In the absence of the Chairman the Vice-Chairman opened the monthly meeting 
          of the council by welcoming those present. Apologies had been received from 
          Cllrs. Alan Dickinson, Eric Baldwin, CDC/WSCCllr.Andrew Smith and Police 

          Community Officer Carly Churchill-Wright (who had sent the usual e-mail 
          report on crime in Lavant).
24.   DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
          Cllr. John Slipper declared an interest as an allotment holder and Cllr. Kirk 

            Elleker as an employee of the Goodwood Estate. Cllr. David Hughes also referred to a 

            specific involvement in planning but this matter was not the subject of a discussion held 

           under 31.1 below. 
25.   TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 9th 
        May 2011.
           It was RESOLVED unanimously to approve the minutes as a true and accurate 
           record. The Chairman wanted to point out that specific new items of large
           expenditure should be indicated on the agenda in the correct slot and that 
           wherever possible information on the requirement should be sent to the clerk 
           who could then send these details to cllrs. beforehand. The Council accepted 

           this view.

26.1 Re-8 mode of conduct would be circulated if required.
26.2 Tree warden appointment- The Council was pleased to recommend Mark 

        Goulding for the post of Lavant Tree Warden.
26.3 Northside flat issue- the clerk referred to an e-mail he had received which stated 

        that no local Lavant resident had applied for the flat in the 7 bids sent.
26.5 Re-21 The tidy up campaign- the campaign was still being restructured in a 
        different way around gaining volunteers to do specific areas where they lived. It 

        was pointed out that the Primary School was still anxious to do a clear up as 

        they had done before. The issue of where the material e.g. bags, jackets etc would 

        be stored was raised and this needed to be investigated, a possibility suggested 

        was St Nicholas’s church.
27. The CO-OPTION.
       There had been no request for an election and therefore after due discussion the 

       Council unanimously accepted the appointment of Angela Edwards as the co-

       opted member. She duly completed the necessary paperwork concerning this 

       appointment.

Michael Hall referred to the following; - reductions in bus service 

          provision on subsidised routes and the opportunity to comment on these, the 

          restructuring of WS Highways, the date and timing of the next Local Committee 

          meeting , and a further comment on SID with references to Kirk Elleker who 

          had been “trained” in using the device (further training sessions were available 

          for volunteers).

         received from ShutterSafe Ltd. Unit 15 on the Eastmead Estate. After some 

         discussion the Council agreed to allow this to happen and thereby gain some 
         income. The Vice-Chairman suggested that the firm might be able to prepare a 
         sign for entry to the Eastmead Estate as part of the proposal. However it was 
         agreed that a request for this to happen should be put again to WS Highways as 
         restructured in the hope that they might this time accept the need to put up such
         a notice to avoid the confusion that had occurred. The request could be made at 
         the next Local Constituency meeting. In addition it could also be pointed out 

         that a number of notices especially on the A286 should be removed.
29.5  Information had been received from Goodwood on 3 days “Festival of Speed”

         meeting- concerning DJ playing in the evening, low flying aircraft and light 

         shows and road closures.
29.6  The request from Home Start to explain their work to the Council at a future     

         meeting was accepted. The clerk will contact the group.

Cllr, David Hughes explained to the Council that it was his belief that a meeting should be held with CDC planning to listen to their response to received comments from the parish Council. He was concerned that the local view was largely ignored. It was agreed that CDCllr. Andrew Smith should be involved in this meeting if he agreed. The Council agreed to this proposal and Cllr. Hughes agreed to set the meeting up.
32.2   LOCAL ENVIRONMENT
            1. Damage to the village green Posts. The Council had voted to accept Mark 

            Goulding’s offer to repair the posts and he had now done this. Tesco Insurers 

            had been approached to meet some of the cost involved. 
            2. Damage to the boundary fence around the pond had been reported. The 

            Council later agreed after a response form the clerk that David Portsmouth 

            should do the repair. It could be that the Council needed to do a survey of the 

            condition of these wooden fences.
            3.The grass cutting issue.

               a. the cutting of the green last month and the work involved by the cricket 

               club was referred to by the clerk. The aim was to show cllrs that work on the 

               green involved other matters in addition to mowing grass. This needed to be 

               included in any future specifications. 
               Cllr. Slipper was concerned that £15 per hour was given for the work when 

               in his view that rate had only been agreed for Mark Goulding who in any 

               case turned down the request.

              The Vice-Chairman pointed out that he had received a quote for work on the 
               green (nothing in writing was given). A written quote should be received.
               b. Cllr. Slipper’s specification had been received and some comments made.
               Cllr. David Huggett agreed to participate with Cllr. Slipper in the 

               development of the specification. The football club request for further work 

               on the green was handed to Cllr. Huggett.
There followed a discussion prompted in part by the clerk that the agreed minuted timetable for completion of this process was April 1st 2012. (minute 472.2 (2) and 485.2 (2)). 
32.3    PLAY AREA .

a. Lavant Children’s day on 9th July 2011 had been cancelled because of competition from another event. Another date will be chosen.
b. The clerk explained his concerns that the advisory committee had acted upon wrong information. Cllr. Slipper in reply said he had identified the error made by the committee and condemned the mistake.
c. The value of the old bins in the play area was debated. It was hoped that the committee would make contact before disposing of them. The clerk had given the committee advice to contact.

d. In answer to a request from the Vice-Chairman the Council agreed to finance the purchase of 3 galvanised sheets to help with the repair of fencing at a cost of £127.26.

e. Cllr. Slipper suggested that there was a need to do a “risk assessment” on the play area and that the committee could do this. The Council agreed with this idea. 

32.4   MEMORIAL HALL MANAGEMENT
            1.  Cllr.David Huggett attended the last meeting and there was nothing of 

            import to report.
      2. In response to a request from the management committee the Council agreed 

      that either Cllr Huggett or Baldwin might sign the relevant document to prove 

      membership. 

             3. The work on the car park had been completed and that work paid for from 

             the grant. During the work the all had decided to do extra work to the car park 

             at a further cost. The Council agreed that this extra work would be paid for by 

             the Council in order go obtain the VAT recovery. Any contributions from the 

            Hall for this would be seen as a gift/donation to the Council.

          Cllr. Kirk Elleker gave a brief report on the last meeting sadly pointing out that 
          the request for the play area grant had been rejected. It was suggested that 

          another “community” based application could be sent to the committee by the 

          Play Area Advisory Committee. The clerk would approach the committee with 

          this idea.

33.     ITEMS NOT ON AGENDA WHICH, IN THE OPINION OF THE 
          CHAIRMAN OF THE MEETING SHOULD BE CONSIDERED AS A           
          MATTER OF URGENCY
1. The Vice-Chairman made a request for expenditure from the Recreational Fund to help set up a day at the Cobnor Activity Centre (as had been done in the past) for 10-12 teenagers on 14th August 2011. The money would be used to subsidise the money for each teenager. It was agreed that £350.00 could be used.

         2.   Margaret Rhodes raised an issue concerning the village shop. The committee 

               was due to do further research on the idea to find out whether Lavant really 

               wanted what was proposed. She expected grant money would be given for 
               this investigation and asked whether Lavant parish Council might agree to 
               use its account and monitor expenditure etc. The Council had stressed the 
               view in its Village Plan that Lavant like the idea of a shop. Accordingly the 
               Council agreed to meet the request.
2. The Clerk announced that he would be resigning from his post at the end of 3 months as required by his contract. He would with the aid of the chairman 
      and the Council organise advertising etc for a replacement.
