Contract for maintenance of Parish Lands April 2012- March 2013.

Definition of areas and work required.

For reasons of simplicity and separating the specific skills and equipment used, the lands are split into four sections.  It is obvious that particular combinations of these work well together and you are invited to tender on this basis. The Parish Council owns the following equipment housed at the village green. Contractors may use this including fuel and oils supplied by the Council, or may use their own equipment and fuel. Those tendering should indicate their preference.

Atco 3 veri gang mowers

Strimmer FS80

Hayter Harrier hand mower

Blower

Iseki tractor model 321, with rotary mower attachment.

Grass collector for tractor

Aerator and roller.

If Council equipment is used it should be cleaned and day-to-day servicing carried out by the operator.

The Village Green (excluding edges – an area in the order of 12000 sq mtrs)

From April to November, experience has shown that between 18 and 24 gang mower cuts are required.  This can be very weather dependant but during the cricket season it should be on the Thursday before home games and should be to a grass height between 2cm and 3.5 cm. During the September to November period, the football pitch area will require monthly rolling. The tractor mounted mower should be used to get as close to the edges as possible and used for any leaf collection. The Aerator and scarifier should be used when appropriate. 

The Edges of the Village Green. Because of trees, seats bins etc., the tractor mounted mower cannot go close to the edges and this maintenance of this area is suited to a powered hand mower and strimmer. Frequency of cuts is somewhat weather dependant (possibly averaging every three weeks ensuring a maximum grass length of 5cm). Duties would also include attendance to overhanging branches and bin emptying and rubbish disposal.

The Top Field (football pitch – in total about 9000 sq mtrs – pitch approx 6000 sq mtrs). Grass cutting should ensure that the grass on the pitch and surrounding areas is sufficiently short for playing football and rolled at regular intervals. Mole activity should be attended to before mowing. Frequency of mowing varies from year to year but is infrequent from October to March and the playing surface is not used during June. Scarifying and Aerating operations would ideally be carried out in May.

The Play Area – Churchmead.  A children’s playground, grassed in two sections and containing some ten pieces of equipment.  Duties will include mowing to a suitable standard, strimming around edges and equipment, raking and levelling of woodchip surfaces, visual safety inspection of apparatus and fencing, hedge and tree trimming where necessary, rubbish collection, bin emptying and disposal.  There are no on-site storage facilities. Whilst mowing operations are weather dependant, safety considerations would suggest a fortnightly regularity of visits.

These work descriptions are intended as advice for tendering and will form part of the contract. Extra information or discussion is readily available and site visits are recommended. In every case we are looking for an initial 12 month commitment and it is not planned that this tendering process takes place every year.
