The Council agreed to support a 3rd application by David Hughes of Courtyard Barn for an extension. The clerk would organise this.
473.2   LOCAL ENVIRONMENT
            1. Any further development on the village green Posts damage. The Chairman
            was still awaiting details of Insurance policy before taking further action.

            2. The clerk explained that he believed that there was insufficient time left to 

            discuss and complete the planning on the green maintenance, advertising and 

            choice of tender for action by April 1st. The work would be continued by the 

            new Council with a potential aim of applying by April 1st 2012.  
            In the light of this statement Cllr. Peter Lee proposed that from April 1st this 
            year Mark Goulding be offered the work on the green and Northfield at the rate 
            he had proposed of £15 per hour. He justified this proposal by pointing out 
            how well the work had been done and how well the work had been received by 

            many residents. The proposal was put to the vote- 5 Votes for (Cllrs Lee, 

            Kelly, Miles, Elleker and Sharrod –the latter by an e-mail received earlier) and 

            2 against (Cllrs. Slipper and Haggar). There were no further proposals. The 

            clerk would approach Mark Goulding to offer him the job as previously 

            described.     
            3. The Woodman bench-chairman had contacted the family and the matter 

            was in hand.
            4. The chairman referred to the hedging problem near the Hall and explained 
            that he had contacted Ian Lock but with as yet no response. He was worried 
            that there was little time to do this now and proposed that £200 be spent by the 
            Council to do the work. The Council voted 3 for and 4 against. It was then 
            agreed that WSCC Highways should approached with a request that they clear 
            the obstruction on behalf of Mr Lock who would then be charged by them  and 
            that Mr Lock be informed of this decision ASAP. 

473.3   PLAY AREA 
            1.  The “maintenance” tender in the had been included in the January
            newsletter. 3 submissions had been received.
2. Play Area Committee. This committee had now been established with Cllr. 
Ian Hutton as chairman and minutes had been sent. The Council were delighted with this progress. The clerk hoped to include this body as an advisory group there to advise the Council on the play area and its needs. Any expenditure by the group would have to go through Council as requests were made and thereby included in the Council or Recreational Fund finances. The submissions for the maintenance were given to Cllr. Hutton for further consideration by the committee along with the request that the committee provide the council with some idea of possible costs of this new proposal over a year. The clerk was also pursuing grant possibilities for the work suggested so far and had informed the Treasurer.                    
473.4   MEMORIAL HALL MANAGEMENT

1.Cllr. Peter Lee gave a brief on last meeting of the Management committee referring to the 113 membership of the 200 Club and to 2 letters received from the Treasurer of the Hall Committee. The first letter concerned a request for Council help over seeking grant aid of £1000 for loft insulation. The Clerk suggested that this would be best served from 106 money and would pursue the matter further. The second letter referred to the suggestion that the Council hire a useful person to clear the roof and in return the Hall would not charge for the use of the committee room.  The clerk hoped that the hall might be able to provide evidence of how much work this would involve and  report back. 
 2. Tony Bleach was asked to explain further the decisions made by the Car Park Flooding Committee. The nature of the work to be done was explained along with 3 tenders along with the final decision in favour of PSM at £14110 plus VAT. It was also hoped that a further allowance of 10% might be made available as a contingency fund in the light of any difficulty. The clerk would take on this decision and apply for Section106 money so that the work might proceed as soon as possible.
